 A rate pegging increase for 2008/09 of 3.2% in accordance with the Minister 
for Local Government�s advice.

$1.35 per kilolitre, to re�ect the increase in the bulk water charge from Rous 
Water and increased allowance for renewal or replacement of ageing water 
mains, reservoirs and pump stations.

	 Integrated Waste Collection Service for urban residential increased to $185 
from $177.60.

	The Waste Collection Service � Rural increased to $195 from $185.90.
	Sewerage charges have been increased by CPI � 3.25%.
	Fees and Charges generally increased by the Consumer Price Index 
estimated to be 3.25%.
